DO YOU KNOW THE RULES OF THE GAME?   
An Introduction to Corpora

Quiz #9 ï Royalty  
 

Section IV in Corpora on Royalty is one of the lengthier ones so this 

article will only describe the highlights and has been divided into two 
articles.  The second section is Quiz #10 ï The Crown and Coronet.  
 

Some items have not been discussed.  If you ever consider fighting 
or being fought for in a Crown or Coronet List, you should print out 

these two sections and read them carefully.  Nothing is more 
disruptive to a kingdom than to have the Crown or Coronet be 
declared ineligible, to have the reign term inated, or to have a Crown 

or Coronet perform an action which is not theirs to perform.  
 

A point of semantics:  The term ñSovereignò as used in Corpora 

refers to the ñvictor in the Royal Listsò.  A ñRoyal Listò is either a 
Crown List (for kingdom) or Coronet List (for principalities).  

ñSovereignò, therefore, can refer either to the King or Prince (if the 
male was the victor).  ñRoyaltyò also refers to either kingdoms or 
principalities and can include the consorts.  There is a Glossary in 

Corpora (after the Introduction and before the beginning of the 
actual Corpora) which gives definitions of specific words. 
 

1. What is the requirement for holding a Royal List?  

It must be conducted at a tournament stated as being for that 

purpose and announced in the kingdom newsletter.   
 

2. Must the tournament be only individual combat?  

Unless prior approval has been obtained from the Board of Directors 
for a different manner of selection, yes.  If a Crown wishes to 
conduct an armored combat Royal List in a manner other than 

individual combat, the Crown must obtain prior approval from the 
Board of Directors.  However, many requests for variance have been 

submitted in the past 40 years and every one has been denied. 
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3. Regarding membership, what is the rule if the victorôs (or 
the consortôs) membership is current but will expire before 
the reign is done?  

First, all competitors and consorts must hold valid memberships on 
the day of the Royal Lists.  Then, within ten business days of being 
declared victor in a Crown or Coronet Tourney, the Victor and 

Consort must present to the Kingdom Seneschal proof that both 
memberships are current through at least the end of the prospective 

reign.  A list of items for proof is in IV.A.2.  
 

4. There are three specific qualifications for all competitors 

listed in Corpora.  Can you name any?  

a. Each must be fighting for a consort of the opposite gender.  

b.  Neither the competitor nor consort may take part if he or she has 

any reason to believe that either one of them will be unable to fulfill 
the duties of royalty.  

c. Each competitor and consort must have access to the appropriate 
corporate (kingdom) newsletter at their home.  
 

5. What is the minimum number of events that Royalty must 
attend, according to Corpora?  

The minimum is three.  They must attend their Coronation or 

Investiture, preside over the Royal Lists to select their successors, 
and they must attend the Coronation or Investiture of their 

successors.  Their kingdom may dictate other required events. 
 

If someone, due to extreme and extra ordinary circumstances, is 

unable to complete these requirements, the Board of Directors may 
waive the requirement so the person can receive a royal peerage or 
royal title.  However, this would need a ñsubstantial petitionò and be 

on a case-by-case basis. 
 

6.  In addition to attending these three events, there are 10 

other duties listed for Royalty.  How many can you list?  

a. Know and uphold the laws of the realm and Corpora.  

b.  The royal pair must attend the minimum events, above.  

c. They shall be the chief examples of chivalry, courtesy and other 
Society virtues and shall inspire these in their subjects.   

d.  They shall be true and faithful rulers, upholding the rights of their 
subjects, working for their benefit, and maintaining an impartial 

justice. 

e. They shall give appropriate recognition to those worthy of such 
honors. 

f.  They shall foster an atmosphere that encourages new and 
prospective members to feel welcome. 

g.  They shall foster an atmosphere that encourages participation in 
the arts and sciences. 

h.  Acting with and through their officers, they shall administer the 

lands and branches of their realm, signing such documents as are 
necessary. 

i.  The Sovereign supervises combat on the field of honor. 

j.  Membership during the term as Heirs and as Royalty shall not 
lapse.  If it does, that individualôs term ends as of the date of the 

membership lapse and the person shall not receive any recognition 
for having temporarily held the status of Royal Heir or Royalty.  
 

7. What are two privileges of Royalty?  

a. They may receive gifts, use them appropriately in accordance with 
law and custom, and preserve them for their successors.  If the gift 

is designated as personal, they may retain it for after their reign.  
They may also use items that the royal office alre ady holds. 

b.  They may delegate any legitimate royal power for a specific 
instance, such as giving an award to an individual selected and 
named by the royalty, subject to the laws and customs of the 

kingdom. 
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8.  What are the limitations of Royalty?  

a. They are subject to all current Society rules as well as kingdom 
and/or principality laws.  

b.  No Sovereign or Consort may fight or be fought for in any Royal 

List nor hold more than one royal office.  (The exception is in IV.E.2.  
The Sovereign can be temporarily the Prince of a principality if the 

Coronet is vacated and kingdom laws regarding succession permit 
this.) 

c. Neither the Sovereign nor the Consort may become either 

Sovereign or Consort of that kingdom in the reign immediately 
following their own . 

d.  Royalty may grant armigerous awards to subjects of other realms 
but only if certain conditions are met.  The service must have been in 
the conferring royaltyôs realm, the conferring royalty must comply 

with all provisions regarding consultation and wi th any other 
restrictions. And, the conferring royalty must obtain prior written 
consent from the recipientôs kingdom.  See IV.E.4 for additional 

details. 
 

9. What are the rules regarding Kingdom and Principality 

Law?  

The Crown or Coronet may make and amend such laws as deemed 

necessary.  Principality laws are subject to the approval of the 
Crown.  Laws must be kept current.  
 

10.  What is required for a law to go into effect?  

All changes to the law must be proclaimed at a Society event and 
published in the kingdom newsletter.  No law shall go into effect, nor 

shall the populace be responsible for obeying it, until proclamation 
and publication have taken place. 
 

11. What if a new law conflicts with an old one?  

The old, existing provision must be explicitly r epealed and must be 

proclaimed and published in the same manner as the original law. 

 

12. Can my kingdom require a member or a group to donate 
to the treasury?  

No.  ñLaws which discuss voluntary donations are acceptable, as are 

those which mandate reasonable fees for events and services.ò  
Additional information is in IV.F.4.  
 

13. What law is mandated by Corpora for all kingdoms?  

A law that provides for the succession in case the Royalty cannot 

continue.  Corpora says that ñProcedures shall be established in the 
law of the realm to ensure the succession and to provide for the 
maintenance of the realm and its royal offices in the event of 

disaster, failure, or absence of any of the reigning royalty or their 
heirs. At kingdom option, the procedures for princip ality succession 
may be placed in kingdom law.ò
